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This seminar will explore the concepts and meanings behind the making of crafts in early 
modern Japan (1550s-1860s). Without limitation to a single category of  “craft,” we will examine a 
diverse range of media including painting, textiles, ceramics, and lacquer, with special attention 
to their cross-categorical intersections of production, distribution process, workshop systems, 
social statuses of “artist/artisan,” transnational points of origin, and modes of consumption.
